SE informed colleagues that in 2009 Medway received funding for the Strood and Hoo area for infant and junior schools to take part in the TAMHS project. 

The project started in September 2009, and by July 2010, there were 338 interventions by 10 schools. 

The project ran from September 2009 – December 2010. Over this period there was a 71% reduction in exclusion in the 10 schools that participated. 

After 3 months, schools reported positive changes. 

Those schools that also took part in the staff training demonstrated positive, whereas those schools that did not take part did not demonstrate positive changes. 

GS AGREED to look at what services are available in what areas, in order to draw comparisons to what the level of need is in specific areas.
