New Directions Mentor 


The opportunity
Volunteers are needed to act as mentors for young people in Medway who may be struggling in their local community or at school and/or are at risk of offending.   The role of a mentor is to work with the young person on achieving agreed goals: e.g. to introduce the young person to positive activities in the community, to improve attendance at school or to establish better relationships with parents at home.  
Volunteer mentors visit their mentee once a week for 1-2 hours for a period of 10-12 weeks.
Skills/Qualifications
No special skills are required but the ability to listen and communicate with others will be needed as will their ability to motivate and engage with young people.
Training is provided.
